Vocabulary
 Every second week (not the week journals are due) students will have 3 vocabulary words each week  to find in their reading and fill out in their vocabulary duotangs.  Vocabulary sheets and explanation are available on the school website.
· Every second week when vocabulary is due, 6 words and vocabulary sheets on each word must be completed. (3 each week) 

· Students may find words from the books they are reading for Language Arts for silent reading at home and in class (read and log homework) or even from magazines they may read at home. 

· Vocabulary homework will require the use of a dictionary. Students may use an online Webster dictionary as well. Also, they can come to Mr. Bosma’s class after they get off the bus in the a.m. and use the class dictionaries as Mr. Bosma is at most times in the classroom by 7:20 a.m. 

· Vocabulary forms/sheets which help explain what the students need to do are also located on the website under documents, on the Mr. Bosma teacher page. These sheets can be printed off to use for each word, saved and typed on, or students can copy the information they need from them onto loose leaf paper in their vocabulary duotangs. 
Vocabulary Setup 
1. Vocabulary form/sheet (which is on Mr. Bosma’s page, under documents on the school website)  has each step, for each word found while a student reads their book. 

2. First write down the book and word. Then write down the page number and the sentence it is found in underlining the vocabulary word chosen.

3. After looking at the word and sentence and sentences around it for clues, they give My idea of the word.
4.  Students next  write Clues I found in the sentences/why you gave your meaning after examining the sentences and the word itself. They explain what clues gave them their meaning of the word.
5. Students then use a class dictionary, a dictionary at home or an online Webster dictionary to find the correct meaning of the word.  If words end in y, ly , ed or ing, students should search up the root or original word. 
6. Once students find the correct meaning they use it correctly in their own sentence. Students should demonstrate they understand the correct meaning of the word in their sentence, not just put the word in a sentence.
