Here is the list of sight words that students should know by the end of grade 1.  I am sending them home with everyone to go over. I will test these words periodically to see which ones they know. I have highlighted the words that your child knows, start with these words and the next list and then move on to the next list when you find they have mastered most of the previous list.  Some ways to use these words are to put the words on popsicle sticks and the word BAZINGA on one and take turns pulling sticks and saying the word. Whoever gets BAZINGA has to put all of their sticks back in and start over, write the words on index cards and play Go Fish or Memory, have your child point sight words out in books that are being read to them, etc.
